For the first time in the Festival’s 12 year history, Idaho playwrights were invited to submit—thus this year’s festival tagline “Oh Boise!” The judge for final selections to the 2020 festival was Lily Padilla, a California-based playwright whose work includes the critically-acclaimed How to Defend Yourself and (w)holeness. Padilla selected the eight finalists without knowledge of the playwrights’ names or residences.
