Hobgood selected the eight plays without knowledge of the playwrights’ names or residences. 
The playwrights selected for this year’s festival include Rebecca Blanchard, Rachael Carnes, Deborah Chava Singer, Sylvie Pederson, Laurie Spector, Sravya Tadepalli, Jeremy Urann and Matthew Weaver.

Auditions for NW10 Goes to 11! will take place on Saturday, January 19th starting at 10:00am at Oregon Contemporary Theatre. Roles are available for adult actors of all types, ages 18+. There are also two roles available for youth actors (ages 8-13). Actors of all gender identities and ethnicities are encouraged to audition. Auditions will consist of group games and readings from the scripts. No prior experience is required. Advanced audition registration is recommended but not required; registration and more audition information can be found at octheatre.org/nw10.

Interest in the ten-minute play form has also prompted the return of a half-day playwriting workshop, "Writing the Perfect Ten," team-taught by NW10 co-founders Connie Bennett and Paul Calandrino.
